Greek Pottery
Due: About November 10, 2013

Project:


Students will create a Greek Amphora, Pelike, Krater, Kylix, Hydria, or Lykethos using the coil building techniques.  They will paint or carve their Egyptian hieroglyphic into the clay.

Objectives:


-To obtain and execute clay building techniques


-To gain knowledge of the Egyptian and Greek influences of art


- To combine the art of two cultures to form an interesting art form.


- To create three- dimensional objects.

Process and Vocabulary:

There will be a test on the Vocabulary 

Slip: Liquid clay used as glue to attach different consistencies of clay.


Scoring: Scratching the surface of the clay to create a jigsaw fit when combining two pieces of clay with different consistencies.


Coils: A method of building with clay where you role the clay into long roles and apply them one on top of the other.


Slab: A flattened piece of clay attached as a slab.


Incising: Carving or drawing a line into the clay.


Leather hard Clay: Clay that has been drying to the point that you may still carve it and it will not break or bend.


Green ware: Clay that is completely dried out and ready to fire.


Bisque: Clay that has been heated in the kiln once and is usually ready to be glazed. 



Terra Cotta: means “burnt earth” and is a very red, durable, clay body.


Kiln: oven that reaches very hot temperatures used to heat up the clay.


Glaze: coat of glass that surrounds the surface of a finished pot.

Steps:

1. Learn about Egyptian and Greek Art

2. Draw a personally designed hieroglyph in your sketch book using, pencil, ink, and colored pencil.

3. Draw two views of the Greek pot you would like to make out of clay. (choose one that is within your means….AKA one that will challenge you but is within your grasp)

4. Create a coil pot of the image you drew.

5. Carve or cut the design of the hieroglyph into your created Greek pot.

6. Glaze the ceramic work.
